wahoo, marlin, tuna. Bottom fishing for grouper and snapper

What to bring…..

Fishing gear/tackle, bait, dive/snorkel equipment, spears, beach stuff, etc.

(30-50lb, 40-80lb bottom gear) - (Pole spears/Hawaiian slings only, spear guns 

illegal)

Clothing - shorts, t-shirts, boat shoes

Food, drinks (beer), utensils/knives, spices, charcoal, ice, drinking water, ziplocs, etc.

Cash - credit cards and checks not accepted by all - no ATM’s

Misc - camera/film, binoculars, sunscreen, prescription meds, insect repellant,

seasickness prevention, etc.

*** The Boat ***
Boat size & type 

Be prepared: tune-up/maintenance, change fluids, 
filters, check pumps, connectors, electronics, etc.

Bring Spares - Fuel filters, oil, transmission & hydraulic fluids, ignition parts, spark 
plugs, coils, fuses, wire, water pump impellers, belts, primer bulbs, props, hoses, 
tie wraps, duct tape, WD-40, 5200, basic tools, bucket/cleaning supplies, etc.

Yellow Quarantine flag & Bahamian Courtesy Flag

USCG Safety Gear, Spare GPS, handheld VHF, EPIRB, Overboard bag, etc.

Charts - Maps - Literature

Have water tow service?

Fuel available on North & South Bimini



Depart Harbor Town Marina at 6:30AM  (Port Everglades Inlet approx 7:00AM)

Cross in groups of 8-10 boats (depending upon # boats and cruise speed)

Navigate to South Bimini entrance range markers ( GPS - N25 42 75 / W79 18 23
approximately 46 miles).  Be sure to update your GPS for the departing inlet!!!

Once within sight of Bimini, raise your yellow quarantine flag, signifying you have
not cleared Customs.

Proceed directly to your accommodating marina where the Dockmaster will greet
you and provide the necessary Customs & Immigrations Forms.

Once the required forms have been completed, the Captain only will proceed to the
Customs & Immigrations Office for clearance.

Customs & Immigration Continued



Once arriving at your accommodating Marina and 
completing the appropriate forms, only the Captain may 
exit the vessel. All other crew must remain on-board until
cleared.

Be sure all crew have either a Passport or official Birth Certificate. If the Birth Certificate is 
a copy, it must have a raised letter certification stamp. Also, each vessel must have the
appropriate registration/documentation paperwork.

Captain will walk all completed forms, birth certificates, Passports, Boat 
Registration/Documentation to the Customs Office. A $150 cruising permit fee will be 
assessed to all vessels. This transire cruising permit covers all on-board for the duration of 
the stay (a minimal fee is applied to any crew larger than 4 members).

After clearing Customs, the Captain will proceed to the Immigration office where 
Immigration Cards will be provided for each individual on-board.

Keys to success - have all documentation in order, be patient & courteous.  Leave pets &
firearms at home.



Trolling within one mile of the Island(s) for
dolphin, marlin, wahoo, tuna!

Grouper & snapper prevalent on reefs. 
Good drop-off reefs begin approximately 1/2 mile form shore

Bring Bait! Ballyhoo for trolling and/or cut bait, squid, etc. for bottom
dwellers.

Bring sabikis or bait catcher rigs  

Full Moon Mutton Snapper Fishing - We’ll be there !!!
